	Health Reminders

Taking Medication in School
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Just a wee reminder that there are forms to be completed for absolutely any medication that is taken in school.  If possible it is best to time doses so that they are taken at home.   There is a form  for any medication that an adult needs to administer and a another form if your child can manage the dosage themselves.  This includes medication that is kept in school for occasional use as well as specific illness or prescriptions.  Please be aware that this also includes Calpol, throat sweets and cough mixture.

Thanks as ever for remembering that we are a nut free school, please avoid sending your children with any food that contains nuts.  Please remind your children that we don’t swap or share our snacks or packed lunches in school – no matter how generous we are feeling!




	P1 Registration 2016/17

See below the news release from Aberdeenshire Council

“Registration Week for Primary 1 is 11th January to 15th January 2016.
All children who reach their fifth birthday by 28th February 2017 are invited to register for Primary 1 for admissions in August 2016.

Aberdeenshire Education and Children’s Services has a common starting date for all its school in the middle of August in any particular year.  You will be informed of this year’s starting date at the time of registration at school.

Parents are asked to visit the Primary school of their choice during Registration Week.  If this is not possible, should try and visit the school by the end of February 2016.  To register for Primary 1 the child’s birth certificate is requires as evidence of their date of birth.

Aberdeenshire Education and Children’s Services make no provision to admit any children who are five after the end of February, unless that child has previously been registered and has commenced full-time attendance (excluding induction) in a state supported for Forces school and is transferring into Aberdeenshire.  In this case, the local authority can exercise discretion.  Registration for a nursery for playgroup does not count for the purposes of this exception”.

Please pass this information to anyone you know that may wish their child to attend Oyne School this year.
